The Oak Room takes its name from the oak panelling that 
lines its walls.

The Regatta Room is the largest of our event spaces and 
offers a stunning setting for memorable occasions.

The space can be arranged to accommodate up to 50 
guests for a seated banquet or 80 guests for a standing 

reception. At one end of the room, a dedicated bar can be 
fully staffed for your event.
